MINUTES
SFCWRT BOARD MEETING TUESDAY, DECEMBER 11, 2012

The board meeting was held at the Cliff House, 1090 Point Lobos Ave., San Francisco, CA convening at 1pm.  In attendance were:  N. Patrick Doyle, President; David Hargrave, Vice President; Joan Keller, Treasurer; and Stephen Harrington, Secretary.  Mr. Wayne Padgett, Program Chair was in absentia due to a senior moment.
1. Minutes from the August 28th 2012 meeting were reviewed and approved.

2. Treasurer’s Report:  A beginning balance of $342.91 was reported as of 8/28/12

3. Program Chair’s Report:  President N. Patrick Doyle provided information on this topic.  December’s speaker will be Phil Avila on “The Bear Goes East – The Story of the California Hundred”.  January’s speaker will be Tom Lubas.  The remainder of the winter/spring lineup is incomplete at this time.  We are awaiting an updated report from the Program Chair.
4. 2012 Ormond Eckley Award:  A proposal to designate Mr. Mike McAdoo as the award recipient   (amount $50) was made and accepted.
5. Membership Issues:  Comments were made to the effect that the organization would like to have additional members, especially younger ones.  The organization currently has 32 paid members (out of a potential of 52 not-yet-paid up members).

a. A proposal was made by Mr. David Hargrave to attempt contacting local university history departments to see if any additional members could be identified.  Mr. Doyle volunteered to assist in this effort.

b. A proposal to obtain a speaker on some type of “Abraham Lincoln” topic was proposed, in order to attract members who may be interested in Lincoln as a result of the recent film on Lincoln.  This will be conveyed to the Program Chair.
