4) Old Business: President Doyle stated all middle school teachers failed to 

respond to our suggestion of an essay contest for 8th graders. Eighteen schools were to have participated. No entries were received.  Patrick will contact the teachers inquiring as to problems/reason for the absence of entries.  Accordingly a vote was asked for and passed to keep all raffle and essay money in our general fund.  

5) New Business:  By-Law Amendments.  Re: 3.2 of our by-laws pertaining to dues it was asked for and passed to drop the senior citizen and hardship rate of $10 per year and raise it to $20 in line with the regular membership rate.  Further it was decided to make the dues for couples $25  – these increases to assist in our deficit budget.

      Re: 2.2 of our by-laws pertaining to new candidates for membership, it was    

      asked for and passed that the reference to membership by invitation only be  

      dropped. 

      As it now stands the a candidate simply can ask to be a member without 

      formal invitation.
