                 Minutes for SFCWRT’s 20 August 2009 Board Meeting

Meeting was started at Noon in dining room of the Cliff House.  Present were President Patrick Doyle, Treasurer Joan Keller, Members, Robert Bowen, Robert Quinn and Wayne Padgett.  Absent was Past President Gary Yee.

The Board discussed and then signed the Articles of Incorporation.

The Board discussed reciting the Pledge of Allegiance at the opening of each CWRT meeting.  The possibility of polling all members at a subsequent meeting as to their desires to continue or drop recitation was discussed.  The Board opted to continue recitation with out bringing the matter up to the Round Table.

A discussion ensued of the current practice of displaying the Confederate flag at the same time reciting the pledge upon opening meetings.  Member Bowen proffered the Confederate flag should not be displayed until after the pledge.  Member Quinn pointed out that the war unified this country, we had come together and that as a ‘roundtable’ all sides are represented.   Member Padgett stated the pledge is to the U.S. flag and no other, that there is no doubt as to the wars outcome, thus no affront can be construed. 
After discussion the Board opted to continue displaying the Confederate flag but agreed that the current ‘battle flag’ would be replaced by the first national flag or the 1863 pattern.   

The Treasurer reported a balance of $632.10 as of this date.
The speakers list for season 2009/2010 was discussed.  President Doyle stated Member Yee had done a good job lining up speakers for the next season and that the filling in of missing telephone numbers and certain contact information would make the list complete.  

It was felt that the December book auction might be better replaced either by splitting the auction up over the year or by having a raffle of donated items.
 

A potpourri of other items were discussed without resolution – types of speakers (some members leaned towards less emphasis on large battles and campaigns and more on interesting side lights, small campaigns, biographies, etc.  

Value of name tags at dinner was left open.  

Members were urged to bring guests and think of recruiting.
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
