Program Chair Report:  Several speakers have been lined up for the first six months of 2012.  For the month of January-Dave Savage, February-Carol Fleming, March-Linda Arden, April-no speaker yet, May-Paul Rosenberg, and June-No speaker yet.  The speakers have yet to be lined up for the remainder of the year.

Non-Profit Status Issue:  Information has been obtained at the State of California level, and a $30 fee has been paid for registration of the San Francisco Civil War Round Table with the state.  Additional fees will be incurred to complete the process at the Federal level ($400.00), and a decision to take no further action at this time was made.  The question of whether to proceed may be brought before the membership after September to get their opinion on whether the membership wants to proceed with this process.
Sesquicentennial Essay Contest:  The question of what to do this year was presented to those present at the meeting.  Several possible ideas were proposed for this year’s event.  A middle school essay contest on a civil war subject was one proposal.  Another idea to consider some kind of artwork contest was also presented.  Questions about what the award or prize should be were also raised.  Should it be a “cash only” award, or include alternative awards, such as free dinners for the winner, their family, and their teacher at one of the SFCWRT monthly meetings?  A decision to discuss these matters with the new San Francisco School District point person, Ms. Daisy Santos in January was decided upon.  The contest target date will be sometime in April or early May.
By Laws Review:  A proposal to review the By Laws before June (at the May meeting) was made.


SFCWRT Board Matters:  A proposal to begin to seek a new “Program Chair” in the near future was made.
