OUR ROUNDTABLE'S NON PROFIT STATUS;  
A discussion was held on our attempt to obtain non-profit status.  Our roundtable filed a request well over a year and a half ago for non-profit.  A February 2010 letter from the California Secretary of States Office denied us registration stating our name/initials were similar to other CWRT's - specifically Sacramento's.  We can address this issue by obtaining a letter from the Sacramento CWRT stating that they have no objection. Patrick Doyle will pursue this.
 
CONTINUING OUR ESSAY CONTEST; 
A discussion was held on continuing our Sesquicentennial essay contest, or other involvement, with the San Francisco Unified School District.  We will be in contact with the District's social studies coordinator, Julio Sanchez to solicit his ideas on this.
 
DINNER VARIETY;
It was generally felt we should attempt another contact with the catering department of the UICC to see if we could have a variety on our meeting night menu selection.  It was recognized that we had made a earlier contact along this line but it was felt the measure was not as clear we had envisioned.  Prices and other venues were also discussed but all felt the UICC was the best place for our meetings. It was agreed that the food quality/variety/price question needs further discussion with UICC.
 
NEW MEMBERS;
Two new members have joined our roundtable: David Hargrave of Mill Valley and Paul Rosenberg of San Francisco.
